Any notice, communication or information given as specified in Clause 15.1(a) shall be deemed to have been given [on signature of a delivery receipt] [or] [when it is left at the correct address].

Any notice, communication or information given as specified in Clause 15.1(b) which is not returned to the sender as undelivered shall be deemed to have been given on the <<   >> day after the envelope containing it was so posted; and proof that the envelope containing any such notice, communication or information was properly addressed, pre-paid, [registered] and posted, and that it has not been so returned to the sender, shall be sufficient evidence that the notice, communication or information has been duly given.

Any notice, communication or information given as specified in Clause 15.1(c) shall be deemed to have been duly given on receipt of a [delivery OR read] return email from the correct email address OR 24 hours from delivery if sent to the correct email address and no notice of delivery failure is received OR on receipt of confirmation of receipt from the recipient.
